Picture Descriptions:

1. Allosaurus: The Allosaurus had a pair of blunt horns in front of its eyes.
2. Baryonyx: The lower jaw of the Baryonyx had two times the amount of teeth as the upper jaw.

3. T-Rex: The T-Rex had curved, serrated teeth that were longer than a human hand.
4. Visitors: Visitors admire and take pictures of the Megalosaurus.

5. Visitors with Trail Guide: Schelly Corry from the Heard education department teaches visitors about the T-Rex as she takes them on a guided tour.

6. Visitors with Trail Guide 2: Visitors watch and listen and learn all about the T-Rex.
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
