to The Heard Natural Science Museum 
The Heard Natural Science Museum received plumbing and paint donations, giving their children’s facilities generous updates. It would like to thank Home Depot, Braswell & Assoc., Crane Mfg and Behr Paint Company for all of their donations, time and hard work.
Home Depot donated $750 worth of materials and labor to replace all the old plumbing in the education department’s boys and girls facilities; they also installed new oak sink cabinets and painted the walls. Headed by Debbie Johnston, Team Depot also painted one of the education classrooms. Behr Paint Company donated thirty gallons of paint (approximately $900) to paint the classrooms and bathrooms. Fourteen volunteers from Team Depot worked nine hours to help with all the updates.

Interim Executive Director Mark Armentrout commented, “All of the people who volunteered did a fantastic job and we have had numerous compliments. We are grateful for the support and donations from each and every company.” 

John McCullough with Braswell & Assoc. donated four new faucets and four new mixers (approximately $900). Mr. McCullough has been a devoted, 8-year volunteer at the museum. Scott Phillips with Crane Mfg donated four new sinks (approximately $200). Most of the old metal plumbing was pitted and consequently leaked due to corrosive soap; the metal was not made to withstand the types of soaps used today. Home Depot graciously donated parts for the unanticipated situation and approximately thirteen hours of time was spent updating the plumbing system. The entire project including the cost of products and labor was about $4,000.
The Heard opened in 1967 and was a unique gift to Collin County from Miss Bessie Heard. The 289-acre site features woods, prairies, and wetlands. Tens of thousands of visitors come each year for a hands-on educational and inspirational museum and nature experience. Its mission is to bring nature and people together to discover, enjoy, experience, preserve and restore our priceless environment.
