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Experience a Rocket Launch!
At the Heard Natural Science Museum & Wildlife Sanctuary
Experience a rocket launch Wednesday morning, April 25th at 9:30 at the Heard Natural Science Museum & Wildlife Sanctuary. Graduate students will be celebrating their diligent rocket work by launching their rockets.

Graduate course students are12 years and up, or teens that are ready to learn about the physical sciences through the Heard Museum’s home school program.  The rocket program is intended for these students to combine all of their studies into one exciting event.  The rocket program is a six week integrated curriculum of language arts, math, history of rockets and the engineering of their rocket.  It is offered in a contest form where each rocket engineer competes for top prize by building his or her own rocket to achieve the highest altitude. Each rocket engineer is responsible for interpreting the altiscope (measures altitude of classmates’ rockets) and correctly calculating the height.  Students are also required to learn the history of rockets and watch the movie, “October Sky” throughout the six week program.  Watching the movie not only provides students with a better understanding of the beginning of the space race, but the students must also  answer questions about certain events in the movie that lead to the US competition to be the first to send man into space. 

Winners will receive some fun prizes!  
Note: The launch will only be cancelled if it rains or is very windy. In the case of inclement weather the launch will be rescheduled for May 2nd.
Calling all future astronauts! The Heard Museum is offering a Rocket Camp in August 2007. Learn all about the history of rocketry and build and launch your very own rocket in just four days!

Classes begin August 6, 2007 and will be offered for 3 weeks only.

Astronauts in training must be 13 years and up.
