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Prescribed Burn
At the Heard Natural Science Museum & Wildlife Sanctuary

On Wednesday, July 25th
The Heard Wildlife Sanctuary is conducting a prescribed burn on a portion of their blackland prairie habitat scheduled at 1:30 on Wednesday, July 25th.  The burn is being conducted for two habitat management reasons.  The primary reason is to control an invasive/exotic grass called King Ranch Bluestem (KR).  KR is an aggressively growing grass that commonly out competes the common native grasses; such as little and big bluestem, switch grass, and Indian grass associated with blackland prairie habitat.  The secondary reason is to control and kill encroaching and spotty woody vegetation within the prairie. 
The burning is NOT open for general public viewing; however, feel free to contact the Heard with any questions for education purposes.
