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Animals of the World: A Conservation Exhibit

It’s almost summertime and kids are starting to get excited about being out of school. The Heard has just the thing for them to see in their free time: a new exhibit at the Heard Natural Science Museum & Wildlife Sanctuary is open now: Animals of the World: A Conservation Exhibit. This exhibit introduces children and adult visitors to twelve types of exotic animals, demonstrating the pertinent role these animals have in nature worldwide.  By emotionally connecting the visitors to the places these animals live in the wild, the museum will hopefully inspire guests to take a more proactive role in conserving the earth’s ecosystems.  Because all these animals were raised in captivity, many are eager to communicate with visitors from inside their habitat, captivating those who are young or young at heart!

The Capybara, one resident of this exhibit, is the largest living rodent in the world and can reach 140 pounds.  Additionally, several animals in this exhibit including the Ring-Tailed Lemur, Brown Lemur, the Mountain Coati Mundi and the Macaw are considered endangered or threatened.  

Other animals featured in this exhibit include Genets, African Crested Porcupines, Kinkajous, Bennett’s Wallabies, Cusimanse Mongooses, Squirrel Monkeys and Patagonian Cavies.  These animals were generously provided by the Sharkarosa Wildlife Ranch in Pilot Point, Texas.
