Thousands of families have visited the Heard to see fourteen dinosaurs situated along a ½ mile nature trail including twelve life-size animatronic dinosaurs and two static baby dinosaurs that kids can play on. Get the chance to learn interesting dinosaur facts as you not only see them move, but hear them, too! Check out both herbivores and carnivores and the return of the infamous Tyrannosaurus Rex! Thirteen new dinosaurs include the Stegosaurus, Triceratops & baby, Brachiosaurus, Dilophosaurus (which randomly “spits” water!), Apatosaurus & baby, Pachycephalosaurus, Parasaurolophus & baby, Metricanthosaurus and two static baby dinosaurs that kids can climb all over. The dinosaur trail is also jogging stroller friendly.

Don’t let a cold day keep you away from the dinosaurs! The indoor exhibit, Prehistoric Texas takes visitors through different time periods starting from when life began and moving through early sea life, the forests of the carboniferous and up through the wild dinosaurs and sea monsters of the Cretaceous. Stressing the Texas Cretaceous period, this exhibit illustrates the diversity of fossils found in Texas and explains why we had mostly aquatic prehistoric life and few actual dinosaurs. The exhibit features a T-Rex and two Triceratops family dinosaur skulls, shark teeth and other fossils and collections. Kids can also walk though a Tylosaur cave and practice their science skills in the kid’s activity room where they can learn about the fossilization process. The walls are also a gorgeous site to see with a colorful mural of pre-historic dinosaurs and creatures painted by artists, Oksana Marchenko and Jane Burrell.
