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See, Hear, and Learn More About Prehistoric Texas!

At the Paleo Seminar on Saturday, November 10th
The Heard Natural Science Museum and Wildlife Sanctuary is pleased to present the return engagement of its popular Dinosaurs Alive! outdoor exhibit (now through February 3rd), along with a new complimentary indoor exhibit, Prehistoric Texas.  For those who are interested in hearing what the experts have to say about prehistoric times, the Heard is also offering a unique, one-day Paleo Seminar on Saturday, November 10, featuring some of the area’s most acclaimed experts on different areas of paleontology.

  

The symposium will start at 9:00 with Scott Singleton on Early Cretaceous Fossil Conifers of Central Texas.  At 10:00 Bonnie Jacobs will discuss Plants of the Dinosaur World: A Texas View.  At 11:00, Scott Singleton will give another talk, Geology and Macrofossil Paleobotany of the East Texas Flemming Formation (Eocene).

There will be a break for lunch (11:45 – 1:00) and an opportunity to pre-order a box lunch for $10 from Great Outdoors.  This will also allow everyone to view the exhibits.

The symposium will resume at 1:00 with Mike Polcyn’s discussion of The Sea Monsters of Texas.  At 2:00 Louis Jacobs will talk on a yet-to-be-determined subject.  The final speaker will be Roger Farish discussing Shark Teeth of the Texas Cretaceous at 3:00.   

Admission to the museum ($8 per adult; $5 for kids 3-12; members are free) also includes admission to these paleo presentations and participants are encouraged to enjoy all the current museum exhibits.  Dinosaurs Alive! features 12 life-size animatronic dinosaurs situated along a new hiking trail.  Prehistoric Texas features a trip through prehistoric history climaxing with the skulls of a Tylosaur, a Tyrannosaurus bataar (an Asian T-Rex), Einosaurus (cousin of Triceratops), Hypacrosaurus and Maiasaurus (duck bills), and a complete skeleton of a baby Maiasaurus.
