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Take a Bird Walk at the Heard!

The second Saturday of the month Sept-May
The Prairie and Timbers Audubon Society will be leading beginners' bird walks at the Heard Museum at 9 AM on the second Saturday of each month, September-May. “Bird walkers” can also get a behind-the-scenes look at certain areas of the sanctuary. Expected birds vary with season, but White-eyed Vireos and Prothonotary Warblers are commonly seen/heard in the spring and summer, plus an abundance of sparrow species including LeConte's are commonly seen in the winter. During spring and fall migration, almost anything is possible.

The walks are intended to help beginners and immediate birders with bird spotting and identification techniques. The walk will last about one to one and a half-hours. Bring binoculars if you have them.
